His awards and decorations include the Bronze Star Medal 

with oak leaf cluster, Meritorious Service Medal, Army Commendation Medal, Army 

Achievement Medal with four oak leaf clusters, NCNG Achievement Medal, and the NCNG 

State Active Duty Ribbon with numeral 2.   

 

CSM Pressley and his wife, Deanna, have four daughters, Avery, Madeleine, Grace and Lauren.  

They live in New Salem, and he works for the Monroe Police Department as assistant chief.
