MEMORANDUM
TO: Union County Board of Commissioners

PURPOSE: FY 2011 Budget Message
DATE: May 28, 2010

In January of 2009, the Board of Commissioners and County Staff implemented
significant and substantive cost reduction measures in light of the global economic
recession. These reductions resulted in the elimination of over seventy General Fund
positions, representing 8% of the workforce, and were part of an overall reduction in
operating expenses in excess of $5 million annually or about 3% of the General Fund
Budget. In addition to the reduction of annually recurring expenses of $5 million,
another $7 million in capital expenditures were cut from the operating budget for a total
reduction exceeding $12 million. The bold and timely steps taken by the County in early
2009, continued adherence to those reduction measures and the County’s financial
policies, and further cost reduction measures contained in the recommended 2011 Budget
position the County well for the 2011 Fiscal Year.

Attached you will find a copy of the staff’s recommended FY2011 Budget for Union
County. The General Fund budget contains recommended expenses of $223,854,868
which represents an increase of $1,524,852 or .7% from the current year’s original budget
of $222,330,016. The current year’s original budget has been amended during the course
of the fiscal year and presently totals $226.3 million. So the recommended budget for
2011 of $223.8 million represents a decrease of $2.5 million from the current year’s
amended budget. The recommended budget is balanced with a fund balance appropriation
of $1,681,878. This represents an increase in the recommended fund balance
appropriation of about $400,000 from the FY 2010 original budget. The additional fund
balance appropriation is necessary in light of our continued efforts to budget more
precisely or conservatively, particularly in the area of required debt service payments.
There is no recommended increase in the general fund tax rate of $.00665 cents and no
significant increases recommended in various general government fees and charges for
service.



While there is a modest increase over the current year’s original budget associated with
the General Fund budget, we are absorbing new costs or increased costs of operations,
many of which are beyond our control. These additional costs include the responsibility
for providing Child Support Enforcement services as mandated by the State ($250,000
net cost), an increase in the employer contribution rate for employee retirement
($524,000), the annualized cost associated with the addition of five detention officers in
January of 2010 ($248,000 additional), State mandated responsibility for providing office
space for Probation and Parole functions ($83,000), workers’ compensation funding
($310,000) and cost associated with the maintenance of our new radio system ($398,000).

In order to balance the General Fund Budget without a recommended tax increase, and in
light of additional costs that must be absorbed, it is necessary to recommend further cost
reduction measures, including the elimination of funding for up to 12 positions in areas
where the workload has been reduced due to the economic downturn. These position
eliminations represent about $571,000 in reduced costs. In addition, staff recommends
that recurring capital costs associated with replacement vehicles for the Sheriff’s Office
be funded, as in the 2010 Budget, through accumulated capital reserves. Finally, it is also
recommended that we once again delay the contemplated step-up payments to begin the
transition from pay-go to the accrual method of funding retiree health benefits.

The 2011 recommended budget represents a financial plan for the coming year. As with
any plan there is some degree of uncertainty involved in the projections. We recognize
that the State has not adopted its FY 2011 Budget, and so long as the legislature is in
session, the potential for mischief at the expense of counties is very real. In addition, in
the current economic climate it has become more and more difficult to anticipate the level
of retail sales, and resulting sales tax receipts. For these and other reasons, careful
monitoring will be required during the year and adjustments may be required in the event
that projections prove to be overly optimistic.

General Fund Revenue

The current (2010) Fiscal Year Budget was developed with no anticipation that the
economy would rebound, and we, in fact, anticipated a further significant decline in sales
tax revenue, real estate related revenue and investment earnings. If you will recall,
during Fiscal Year 2009 the economy experienced several strong months early in the
fiscal year. Our 2010 revenue projections recognized that we could anticipate a full
twelvemonth period at reduced revenue levels. Our projections for 2011 again largely
reflect the anticipation of a weak economy and investment markets for the entire year.

In this year’s budget presentations, we will be increasing our use of descriptions and
graphics depicting “net impacts” on the County. In terms of net impact or cost, we are
referring to the demand a particular expense, or group of expenses, may have on
unassigned general revenue, or the degree to which an expense or group of expenses does
not have a dedicated revenue source to reduce the impact on general County revenues
(such as sales tax, property tax, investment income and other unassigned revenue). The
following table depicts the use of unassigned/assigned revenues by the major expense
categories of debt, UCPS and general County uses. It may be helpful to refer to this table



when reference is made to unassigned revenues or net costs. Assigned revenues in the
chart are shown in parenthesis ( ) and are also shown as “Departmental Assigned
Revenue”.

The unassigned General Fund revenues include property taxes, sales taxes, investment
income, small amounts of miscellaneous revenue and CMC-Union lease payments.
These revenues are not restricted as to their use by law, and generally can be used by the
County to fund any expense that would be considered a public purpose. The combined
total for this category of revenue is projected to be $184.9 million for 2011, which
represents a decline of $2.5 million from 2010’s $187.4 million.

Property tax projections are based on a 1.1% increase in assessed value and a collection
rate of 97.6%, which represents a slight improvement over the current year’s original
budget estimate of 97.4%. Total year over year additional revenue is $2.2 million from
this source. The County is currently on track to achieve 97.6% in the current year.

Local option sales taxes, including the State’s reimbursement of lost sales tax due to the
Medicaid swap, are expected to decline by $5.4 million. Article 39, the 1% local option
sales tax that is distributed based on point of sale (sales occurring within Union County),
are down approximately 15% in 2010 as compared to 2009. No further erosion of the
local option sales tax is projected for 2011, with the year over year decline attributable to
the Medicaid swap and the annualized effect of the retail sales erosion during the current
year.

Lease payments from CMC-Union are budgeted at $3 million for 2011, compared to
2010’s original budget of $1.4 million, representing an increase year over year of $1.6
million. Investment earnings, year over year, are down by $1.2 million reflecting
historically low reinvestment rates earned by the County on securities purchased in 2010
with maturities in 2011. Other miscellaneous revenue reflects a projected increase of
$0.3 million.



General Fund Expenses

Net debt service costs for 2011 total $46.2 million, and this reflects a decrease of $3
million from FY 2010’s $49.2 million. In terms of gross expenses for debt service, the
decline is $1.67 million. The decline in net debt service costs is due to two factors, with
the first being higher lottery proceeds to apply to debt service requirements for school
purposes. While the recommended budget contains $5.9 million in lottery proceeds,
about $1 million of that amount is at risk. The current statutory formula for lottery
proceeds requires that 35% be distributed to counties with effective tax rate burdens
higher than the statewide average. Union is such a county and receives a portion from this
set aside. The Governor’s budget includes the statutory set aside. The Senate’s version
eliminates this provision and distributes all lottery proceeds based on student enrollment.
Should the Senate’s provision prevail, then Union County would lose about $1 million.

The second factor has to do with our efforts to restructure our debt. The restructuring has
allowed us to budget with somewhat more accuracy as the percentage of our debt in fixed
rate instruments has increased. In essence we are budgeting more closely in the fixed
rate environment as there is less need to budget for risk factors associated with variable
rate debt.

The recommended budget reflects an increase in expenses for UCPS of approximately
$592K. This increase is in the form of additional pay-go capital which we are
recommending at a level of $2.936 million in 2011 as compared to the 2010
appropriation for pay-go capital of $2.344 million.

In summary, net costs in the table reflect an overall increase of $204K for County
programs while the net costs of UCPS reflect an increase of $630K. Net Debt costs are
down by $3 million. The favorable improvement on the County’s net Debt costs ($3
million) is being used to fund the additional net costs for UCPS ($630K) and the County
($204K) and covering a portion of the $2.5M decrease in the category of unassigned
revenues (property taxes, sales taxes, investment income, CMC-Union) mentioned
previously. A slightly higher fund balance use of $400K balances the 2011 budget. The
table below depicts the summary described in this paragraph.

As previously noted, a significant portion of the overall increase in the County’s General
Fund budget is due to Child Support Enforcement, mandated increases in pension and




workers’ compensation, additional detention officers, public safety radio system
maintenance and additional pay go capital for UCPS. While these items add significantly
to the overall County General Fund budget, the total County budget is not increasing
proportionally because of reductions in other parts of the County’s budget. In addition to
debt expense reductions, other cost reductions are recommended in the form of a decrease
in salaries and benefits associated with the elimination of funding for up to 12 positions,
and a shift in funding for one additional position to Capital Reserves. Each of the
positions recommended for elimination is related to reduced workloads in the respective
departments as a result of the decline in the economy and the significant reduction we
have seen in construction related activities in the County.

We are recommending the elimination of funding for four positions in Building
Inspections. Two of these positions are presently filled. Two additional positions are
filled by employees that we anticipate may retire during the year. Funding is suggested
for the two positions associated with potential retirements only to the date of the
retirements. Should the employees choose not to retire or should workloads increase
during the year to the point where we feel retention of the positions is required, then the
Board would have to take action at that time to restore funding for the positions,
presumably from increased revenue related to construction activities.

We are also recommending the elimination of three positions in the Register of Deeds
Office. Given the reduction in workloads in the department and the minimal adjustments
made in connection with the 2009 budget reductions, there is a disparate demand on
employees in the Office compared to other County offices. Decreases in workloads
warrant the reduction in staffing levels as does the need to eliminate disparate conditions
within the organization.

Funding is not recommended for two positions in Environmental Health. These two
reductions can be accommodated without the actual loss of employees through attrition
and restructuring within the department by the Health Director. Funding is not
recommended for a vacant position in the Personnel Department. While the position has
been vacant for well over a year, funding has remained in the budget for the position up
until this time.

We are recommending the elimination of two positions within Tax Administration. Both
of these positions are currently vacant. A final recommendation regarding staff funding
is that the cost of the Construction Manager in General Services be shifted from the
General Fund to Capital Reserves. The purpose of this position is primarily to provide
day to day oversight of County construction projects. Most of these projects are funded
through Capital Reserves and it is appropriate to consider costs associated with the
position to be project costs. Should the workload associated with this position decline in
the future due to a lack of County capital projects, the funding for the position would also
have to be considered for elimination.

As a result of these recommended staff reductions, it appears that, exclusive of potential
retirements during the year, as many as five employees would lose their positions. This
number would be dependent upon how the Register of Deeds decides to manage the



reductions in that office. As a result of the elimination of these positions staff will
recommend, at your meeting of June 7™, that the former severance policy be reconsidered
for adoption.

Also with regard to positions, as with FY 2010, funding is not contained in the
recommended budget for a Homeland Security Director. Staff has previously
recommended that this position be eliminated as non-essential and that the duties of
Emergency Management Coordinator be conferred upon the Fire Marshal on a permanent
basis. Should the Board desire to replace the former Homeland Security Director,
funding will need to be added to the budget to cover that expense.

UCPS

Current expense funding for UCPS is recommended at $79.5 million for 2011, and this
amount is unchanged from 2010. Current expense funding equates to $2,039 per student
based on a projected UCPS enrollment of 38,996, representing 559 more students than
2009-2010’s 38,437. This recommended level of funding suggests that UCPS will have
to absorb additional operating costs related to these new students.

For comparison purposes, the average per pupil current expense appropriations provided
in 2010 by NC counties with populations in excess of 100,000, as reported by NCACC,
was $1,977. Union County’s per pupil current expense appropriation in relation to the
benchmark counties of Alamance, Cabarrus, Davidson, Iredell, Johnston and Pitt counties
far exceeds their average of $1,544 per pupil. Based on a county’s ability to pay
(incorporating property values, tax rates, sales taxes, per capita income) combined with a
county’s actual effort, Union’s appropriation is second to Johnston’s in the benchmark
peer group.

Pay-go capital is recommended for funding at $2.936 million, which represents an
increase of $592K over FY 2010’s level. At this level, pay-go capital is funded at $75.29
per pupil and this funding level equates to the average amount appropriated per pupil in
2010 by counties with populations in excess of 100,000 as reported by NCACC. We
further recommend that bond savings, estimated at approximately $3 million, be made
available to UCPS to augment the pay-go capital appropriation. Given the limited
remaining funds from bond savings, combined with the reality that the capital
construction program is virtually at a standstill, staff cannot recommend diverting bond
savings to capital administration. What limited funds the County has remaining need to
be used in critical renovation and deferred maintenance activities. No capital borrowing
is included in the 2011 budget for UCPS given the County’s current financial constraints,
and the continuing need to prioritize the Capital Improvement Plan and develop a
Financial Forecast and Debt Repayment Plan.

Financial Policies and Implications

The recommended annual budget is developed each year in a manner that is consistent
with your Financial Policies. Any deviation from those policies should be taken only
after extensive discussions and with an abundance of care and caution regarding the long



term implications. In terms of fund balance levels, your policy is to maintain fund
balance levels at 16% of general fund expenses and that funds in excess of the target level
be transferred to the capital reserve fund and/or used to reduce debt issuance. We project
that our fund balance at the end of the current fiscal year will be in excess of $45 million,
and financial policies dictate, based upon recommended expenditure levels, that you
maintain an unappropriated fund balance for FY 2011 of approximately $35.8 million.

As a result, we are recommending a transfer to capital reserves at the end of FY 2010 in
the amount of approximately $9.25 million.

As has been mentioned, we are also recommending the use of capital reserves for a
number of capital projects and purchases in the coming year. These include the
replacement of law enforcement vehicles ($807,000), further replacement of HVAC units
at the Detention Facility ($78,000), a replacement electronic jail control system
($467,675), continued jail roof replacement ($605,727), IT infrastructure upgrades
($774,000), Inspections mobile data/office capabilities ($123,400) and a business office
automation system for DSS ($1,280,802). Most of these items were previously reviewed
by the Board in conjunction with the General Capital Plan, including the IT infrastructure
improvements, jail control system, jail roof replacement, Inspections mobile data/office
and the business automation system for DSS. Each of these items either represents a
critical maintenance need or a technology improvement that will allow staff to be more
efficient and avoid or delay the necessity to add additional staff.

Our practice during better times is that capital reserves be considered as a funding source
for non-recurring capital expenses in excess of $100,000. Two of the proposed
expenditures, replacement of law enforcement vehicles and the replacement of HVAC
units at the jail, do not meet these criteria. These two exceptions, similar in nature to the
exceptions contained in the current year’s adopted budget, should be noted and efforts to
return to more prudent financial practices considered as circumstances may allow in the
future.

The recommended fund balance appropriation in the 2011 budget of $1.68 million, in
staff’s estimation, meets the financial policy requirement to maintain a structurally
balanced budget. An increase in the recommended fund balance appropriation level
could call into question adherence to that policy by resulting in the use of fund balance
for operating expenses.

We do not recommend any additional borrowing during the upcoming year. We do not
have an adopted comprehensive capital improvement and repayment plan, and so should
circumstances warrant borrowing in the new year, such a plan would have to be
developed and adopted in compliance with financial policies.

Risks Associated with the Recommended Budget

As has been mentioned, it has become more and more difficult to estimate and project
local option sales tax receipts, and as you know this revenue source is extremely critical
to county budgets. We have based our FY 2011 estimates on the assumptions that there
will be no growth in retails sales and that we will not experience a further decline in those



receipts. Further decline in the local economy during the coming year will require
potentially difficult adjustments.

As has also been mentioned, we must be concerned so long as the State budget process is
ongoing. Typically the State budget is not approved until after local governments have
completed their budgets. One notable concern with the Senate version of the State
budget at this time is a special provision that allocates county school construction lottery
funds on a straight per pupil basis, setting aside the statutory formula that reserves 35
percent of these monies for counties with effective tax rates greater than the statewide
average. Union receives this 35 percent allocation. This provision is not contained in the
Governor’s proposal and, if approved, will result in a loss of about $1 million. Should
this version find its way into the State’s adopted budget, the level of pay-go capital
funding for the UCPS will need to be reconsidered.

Budget Consideration for FY 2012

Your annual budget is affected by previous decisions. Similarly, decisions made today,
or decisions that are deferred today, will have implications in the future. There are a few
notable implications that should be anticipated in terms of the FY 2012 Budget. These
include implications associated with funding our capital needs in coming years, to
include libraries, the Union Village replacement and expansion of our Detention capacity.
These and other capital needs will certainly have significant financial impacts (capital
and operating) in the not to distant future.

Our existing debt service schedule contains a step-up in debt service payments in FY
2012 of $2.5 million. This step up in debt service cost will compete for limited additional
resources that may be available in the 2012 budget. The recent practice of using non-
recurring revenues (bond savings and capital reserves) to fund pay go capital of the
County and School System will need to be addressed in the 2012 budget as those one-
time resources are depleted.

Fire Service

With the exception of Bakers VFD, Unionville VFD and Waxhaw VFD, all department’s
recommended budgets can be funded through existing tax and fee levies. In some cases
this will require subsidies from departmental funds that may be on hand (non-county
funding) or existing cash reserves in VFD budgets. The recommended budgets for
Bakers, Unionville and Waxhaw all reflect a structural deficit in that operating revenue is
not sufficient to cover operating expenses.

Fee districts are in place as the primary funding mechanism for both Bakers and
Unionville. Bakers’ fee is currently set at $40.21 per residence, and Unionville is set at
$43.73 per residence. It is recommended that the fee in each of these districts be
increased to the maximum of $50 per residence. We believe that in both cases the
increase, possibly combined with departmental funds, will provide adequate revenue to
cover necessary operating expenses.



Waxhaw is funded through a tax district and the current levy is $.0248 per $100 of
valuation. The Department’s request this year included $280,000 to fund a contribution
to capital reserve and $45,000 for a per call payment to firefighters. After reducing their
request by these amounts there is still a significant deficit. Last year Waxhaw’s budget
was balanced using a $110,000 fund balance appropriation derived from the receipt of
sales taxes in previous years. This year we don’t have that option and staff recommends
that the tax levy be increased by $.0066 per one hundred dollars in valuation, from
$.0248 to $.0314. The tax rate increase of slightly over one half penny is solely
attributable to the use of and depletion of fund balance in the current year.

Enterprise Functions

Water and sewer operating margins (revenues over expenses) have declined significantly
in recent years due to a variety of factors including water conservation measures and
enforcement of those measures, insignificant growth in the customer base, and increases
in the cost of doing business. This year, in our cost projections, we have allowed for the
purchase of additional water from Anson County for six months of the year, and this
water comes at a higher cost than water from the Catawba plant.

The impact of reduced margins in the operating fund has been a reduction in the net
revenues available for transfer to the capital improvement program. This reduction in
transfers of capital contributions (capacity fees) and net revenues is clearly evident within
the reduction from FY2009’s transfer of $5.5 million to FY2011’s projected transfer of
$1.9 million.

One indication of the financial health of our system is the debt coverage ratio. As we
have discussed in the past, the debt coverage ratio is a calculation of net revenues
(operating revenues over operating expenses) over debt service costs. Typically when we
borrow money for utility purposes we pledge to maintain a debt coverage ratio of 1.2
times on the revenue bonds and 1.0 times on all debt.. In FY 2009 our actual debt
coverage ratio on all debt was a very favorable 1.46. We have experienced a steady

decline in this performance measure since 2009 and we project that the ratio for 2011 will
be 1.1.

The current rate structure is barely sufficient to cover operation, maintenance and debt
service with limited net revenue transfers to the capital program. While the
recommended budget contains no rate or fee adjustments, we are initiating a
comprehensive study of our rates fees and charges that will serve as a model for
adjustments in the near future.

Solid Waste
The financial health of the Solid Waste program in 2010 has been negatively impacted by

two factors including reduced municipal solid waste (MSW) and construction and
demolition (C&D) waste streams and increased costs of transportation and disposal.



Transportation and disposal costs for MSW were included in the 2010 budget at $29.08
per ton. Current costs for disposal and transportation are $30.43 per ton and are projected
to increase to $31.16 per ton. The additional annual cost for this component of the
County’s solid waste costs is estimated at $137,000 annually.

The cost structure of the Solid Waste program contains fixed and variable costs. Of the
current MSW tipping fee of $41 per ton, about $30 goes to pay the disposal and
transportation costs mentioned in the previous paragraph with $11 per ton being used to
pay personnel and other operating costs. Fixed costs, composed mainly of personnel
costs for the convenience sites, transfer station and C&D landfill, generally do not vary
materially with the quantity of waste streams. When waste streams are materially lower
than projected levels contained in the budget, the Solid Waste program does not generate
sufficient amounts of the $11 per ton to meet the fixed costs of operating the program.

For 2010, C&D and MSW waste streams were projected at about 16,000 and 93,000 tons,
respectively. Our current projection for 2010 is 11,000 and 81,000 for C&D and MWS
respectively. We are recommending using those same flows for 2011. These reduced
flows represent a revenue loss of about $305,000.

To close this gap, we are recommending a $2 per ton increase in the MSW tipping fee
(from $41 to $43), a $5 per ton increase (from $30 to $35) in the yard waste tipping fee
and a increase from $0.25 per bag to $0.50 per bag disposal fee at our residential drop-
off sites. Excess revenue from our C&D and MSW operations has traditionally been
used to fund shortfalls in our residential drop-off sites and recycling operations. At $0.50
per bag, the fee will cover the actual cost of providing this labor intensive service.

We are also recommending the elimination of the recycling credit to our commercial
haulers. The Solid Waste program currently does not charge a tipping fee for recyclables.
In addition, over and above the waiver of the tipping fee, we provide the haulers a credit
to the MSW charge for recyclable material. We know of no other county anywhere that
offers both a waiver of tipping fees and a credit for recyclable material. We recommend
that the credit be discontinued but that we continue to accept the recyclable material
without charge at the transfer station. Our recommendation is that the adjustments in fees
outlined above as well as the discontinuation of the recycling credit become effective on
October 1, 2010. This should provide contract haulers, municipalities and those impacted
with time to make preparations for the changes.

Staff has also identified several cost saving measures but recommends more extensive
study before enacting these savings which would result in lower levels of service.

Conclusions

For the most part, Union County has done an excellent job of anticipating and reacting to
the significant economic downturn that began in 2009. We have learned to operate with
less; however, the impact on staff has been, and continues to be, significant. At all times
it is imperative, if local government is to succeed, that the governing board, staff and
citizens maintain an open dialogue to reach consensus as to critical needs and resources
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available to meet those needs. There are never sufficient resources to accomplish all that
can and should be accomplished, and the process of open dialogue and consensus
building ensures that limited resources are directed to the most critical tasks and efforts,
or priorities, as defined by the governing board and community.

Union County has not experienced a great deal of success in such efforts in the past. We
have allowed the political divisions within the community to consume our energy and our
ability to plan for the future in terms of growth management and the necessary
infrastructure planning and implementation that accompanies and supports growth
management and community planning efforts. These comments are related to the annual
budget process in that our future financial stability and our ability to meet the needs of
our residents in the future cannot be left to luck or circumstance, it must be realized
through community consensus building and planning, which in turn provides a basis for
financial planning.

While staff is extremely limited at this time, we do have the capacity to focus on these
critical issues if such direction is given by the Board. However, it should also be
recognized that if we are to focus on a credible effort to plan for the future, and given the
demands associated with day to day management of county affairs, little will remain in
the way of staff resources to devote to other projects and priorities.

Staff believes that in terms of general county government, we have done an excellent job
of adjusting our operations and finances to deal with economic decline, but as has been
pointed out there are areas where efforts will have to be made in the immediate future to
adjust and modify financial models in the future.
